Donations can be placed in the collection bin located in the Gathering Room
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The Primate of the Armenian Church of North America, Eastern Diocese,
Archbishop Khajag Barsamian, told the President of the group's concerns about
hazards faced by Christian minorities in the Middle East. An attack on the Syrian
Catholic cathedral in Baghdad on Oct. 31 left 58 people dead and 75 injured.
The attack came during Sunday worship when people were praying.

Michael Kinnamon, an ordained Disciples pastor and general secretary of the
National Council of Churches, noted the Church's faithful witness is needed now
more than ever. "We cannot stand by while people of goodwill are baselessly
attacked for their faith, their political beliefs, or their identity. We have no rea-
son to fear or demonize those who are different from ourselves. Today, tomor-
row, and into this next Congress, our country needs to come together and re-
claim our values of justice and equality," he stressed.

Watkins stressed that Disciples have played a major role within the NCC since
its founding. Disciples have been instrumental in helping the NCC live out its
mission of being a leading force for ecumenical cooperation among Christians
in the United States. The NCC's member faith groups - from a wide spectrum of
Protestant, Anglican, Orthodox, Evangelical, historic African American and Living
Peace churches - include 45 million persons in more than 100,000 local con-
gregations in communities across the nation.

"We went as Christians to celebrate 100 years of ecumenical cooperation, to
talk together about how to partner in reaching out with God's love to our
neighbors in need, and to pray with and for the president as he continues to
lead our nation," said Watkins.

The NCC/CWS delegation that met with the President also included Rev. Peg
Chemberlin, president of the National Council of Churches; Bishop Johncy Itty of
Church World Service, Bishop Mark Hanson of the Evangelical Lutheran Church
in America, Bishop John R. Bryant of the African Methodist Episcopal (AME)
Church, Bishop Thomas L. Hoyt, Jr. of the Christian Methodist Episcopal Church,
Mr. Stanley J. Noffsinger of the Church of the Brethren, Bishop Katharine Jef-
ferts Schori of The Episcopal Church, Archbishop Demetrios of the Greek Ortho-
dox Church of America, Rev. Gradye Parsons of the Presbyterian Church (USA),
Rev. Dr. Betsy Miller of the Moravian Church, Thomas Swain of the Religious
Society of Friends, Rev. Wesley S. Granberg-Michaelson of the Reformed Church
in America, Bishop Sharon Zimmerman Rader of the United Methodist Church,
Metropolitan Jonah of the Orthodox Church in America, Rev. Geoffrey Black of
the United Church of Christ, and Dr. Walter L. Parrish Ill of the Progressive Na-
tional Baptist Convention.

The delegation presented the President with a Saint John's Bible, a framed sam-
pler of statements commemorating 100 years of ecumenism, and a plaque
commemorating President Obama's and the government's new "Feed the Fu-
ture" initiative.

CCC Raises $1400 for Cleveland Christian Home

During Christmas Eve services at Central Christian Church, a love offering
was taken for the Cleveland Christian Home. We are happy to report that
more than $1400 was raised for CCH.

The Cleveland Christian Home exists as
a haven for hope and healing for chil-
dren, youth and families struggling with
mental illness, abuse or neglect. CCH
helps with residential treatment for chil-

dren with emotional and behavioral dis- CLEVELAND CHRISTIAN HOME
turbances, adoption for the neediest children, counseling for at-risk children,
independent living program for teen moms, and in-home therapy for families
in crisis. CCH brings hope and healing to hundreds of children and their
families each and every day. Together with our supporters, we are helping
broken children heal and find strength.

Cleveland Christian Home was founded in 1900 when Rev. Henry Timme, a
pastor in the Christian Church (Disciples of Christ), took in a family of chil-
dren left on his doorstep. Word soon spread that Rev. Timme's home was a
safe haven for children, and other abandoned or orphaned children followed.
Soon, Rev. Timme was running an orphanage from his home near Broadway
& Aetna Avenues in Cleveland.

In 1905, the Home moved to the Bosworth farm on Lorain Avenue, and the
orphanage expanded to care for 60 children. In 1924, with the help of the
Christian Church (Disciples of Christ), the farmhouse was replaced with a
modern brick building, complete with recreation rooms and dormitories.
This building, which still stands today on Lorain Avenue on Cleveland's near
west side, eventually cared for 100 orphans from babies to teenagers.

By the 1960's, fewer children were orphaned, and Cleveland Christian
Home found itself instead taking care of many children who had been the
victims of abuse or neglect. To better care for these children, CCH trans-
formed its orphanage on Lorain Avenue into a residential treatment center
for abused and neglected children, which it remains today.

Over the next 30 years, Cleveland Christian Home expanded its ministry and
mission to include additional programs and services for children and families
in need, including foster care, adoption, an independent living program for
teens, outpatient counseling, school-based counseling for at-risk youth and
family preservation and reunification services.

Although CCH is today a non-denominational organization, receiving the
bulk of our client referrals through county health services, we continue to be
called Cleveland Christian Home to honor our heritage. We continue our
Covenant with the Christian Church (D.0.C.) and are grateful for the ongoing
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How Real Interfaith Dialogue Works

I've thought for some time that if more Americans had personal contact, even friendships,
with their fellow Americans who are Muslims there might be less mistrust and misunder-
standing about the role Islam plays in their lives. The years have convinced me that inter-
faith dialogue, particularly the one-on-one variety, is a more viable way to break down bar-
riers between people than large-scale efforts.

Now, before we go any further: Yes, within a worldwide population of more than 1 billion
Muslims (which include a few million in the United States) there are those who, for a vari-
ety of reasons, hate the United States, would do it harm or support such action.

But when the subject comes up, the American Muslims I've met — whether they were born
here, emigrated from traditionally Muslim nations or converted from other faiths — remark
how America, even amid the tensions of recent years, affords them the freedom to live,
work, study and raise their children, as their neighbors do, and, importantly, worship in
the way they choose, as their neighbors do.

Young people tend to be less-jaded and, as such, more open to getting to know “the other.”

As an example, I'll point to our daughter (we’ll call her “M”), who recently made a trip
home from college and brought along a friend (we’ll call her “A”). “M” is proud of her Jew-
ish heritage. “A” is equally proud of being Muslim; so much so that she wears a hijab. They
make quite a pair and not just because they have a similar sense of humor.

The two young women must have made quite a sight when they attended the Jewish festi-
val in the city where they go to school. “M” wore a t-shirt that read “Shabbat. Just Do It”
with the swoosh logo. “A” wore, well, her hijab. There were stares, but these young women
did not care.

The point is that, as friends, they talk about each other’s religion and respect the role it
plays in each other’s life.

“M” once declared interfaith activity to be her mother’s domain. Now we, her parents,
chuckle at that memory and take pride in having a daughter who looks past stereotypes.
When you get to know the “other” it becomes harder to accept generalizations and easier to
look at the individual.

I hesitate to conclude with a comment by the President of the United States, knowing how
his own religious heritage has at times been a point of controversy, but in India recently
President Obama made the following relevant comment in a speech to college students:

“Whatever may be your religion we can treat each other with respect as per some of the
universal principles. Young people like you can make a huge impact in reaffirming that you
can be a strong observer of your faith without putting somebody else down. How you re-
spond to each other is probably as important as any speech a president makes. It's neces-
sary in a world that's getting smaller, where more and more people of different back-
grounds, race and ethnicities are interacting, innovating and working.”
