To say being a foster parent requires a lot of patience is an understatement. There
really is no way to prepare yourself for the emotional roller coaster that is the jour-
ney of being a caregiver to someone el
to feel like your own child. How many times have you heard the frequently quoted
cliché that patience is a virtue? Having patience can sometimes seem like an unat-
tainable goal that we are all striving towards. The reality is we are dealing with chil-
dren who are hurting from broken families, who are trying to reunite with their bio-
logical parents, in a system that is run by imperfect people.

Consider for a moment all the individuals that are involved in contributing to the
decision making process for one child: biological parents, caregivers, caseworkers,
guardian ad litems (GAL), counselors, attorneys, teachers, the list could go on and
on. The unique position as a foster parent, is that you are the one who spends the
most time with the child, yet is often the leagheard voice in contributing to the
decision making process. Have you ever had a child in your home who had no con-
tact with their GAL, but then their GAL still made a recommendation to the court?
Have you ever had a child in your home
cause they were a foster child? Have you ever had a child in your home who was
slipping through the cracks with their mental health needs due to constant turnover
of counsel ors? What about at homeé ha
behavior issues at school, yet at home was a completely different child? Or who
gets anxious and amps up before and after visits causing exhausting emotional
days?

Dealing with all of these issues takes an extreme amount of patience. It can be very
difficult to patiently care for a child having an outburst who is screaming that you
are not their mother or father and the
